COMMUNITY CORRECTIONS


Dave Wegner presented the renewal application for the Cass/Pulaski Community Corrections grant.  He is requesting $169,000 of state funds for various programs and $40,000 for the Community Transition Program.  Dave is also submitting an application for additional funding to renovate and staff a work release facility in the High Street property. The request is for eight correction officers; seven at $22,000 per year and a coordinator at $35,000, plus benefits, and $900,000 for modification of the structure.  The funding for modification will be 100% of the county’s expense at the appraised value of approximately $650,000.  Dave estimates $400,000 per year to operate, and $250,000 from user fee income to offset some of the operating costs. 
ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMISSION


Skip Kuker, LEDF Director, briefly discussed the creation of a County Economic Development Commission.  Members would be appointed by the Council, Commissioners, and City Council.  Brent Kelley motioned to move toward the creation of the Commission with a written ordinance to be presented later.  Don Shelhart seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 

TRANE


Dave Corner presented an overview of Trane and his findings on the renovation of the Memorial Center.  The Commissioners have requested input from Council before proceeding.  Ralph Anderson motioned to move forward with the projects after funding is discussed.
