JUNE 15, 2007
The Cass County Council met in regular session at 9:00 AM in the government building hearing room, Logansport.  In attendance were Chod Gibson, Tom Keplar, Don Shelhart, Bruce Ide, Ralph Anderson, Brent Kelley, Brian Reed, Attorney John Hillis, and Auditor Dawn Conner.  Chod Gibson opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.  

MINUTES

Tom Keplar motioned to approve the May minutes.  Ralph Anderson seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 

LEDF
President Skip Kuker was present to update the Council on ethanol production at The Andersons plant in Clymers.  Production has exceeded the minimum for payment of the first million in CEDIT dollars; Commissioners will address payment of the claim at the June 18, 2007 meeting. 
EXTENSION EDUCATOR

Penny Troutman was present to introduce Shane Hanna as the new Agriculture/Natural Resource Educator in the Extension Office.  The Council welcomed Shane to his new position.

ENERGY SAVINGS PRESENTATION

Commissioner Steve Kain introduced Ameresco; the vendor chosen by the Board to assist the county with energy savings and capital improvements.  Ameresco provided materials and a PowerPoint presentation on their background and findings.  Jeff Metcalf, Mark Heirbrandt, Stu Rhodes, and Dan Stein were present from Ameresco.  The Memorial Home was determined to be a million dollar project on its own, and is not included in the proposal.  There was some discussion on funding the project with CCD funds in the 2008 budget and shifting some budget items to the general fund, or refusing additional requests in CCD.  Tom Keplar motioned to proceed with the project’s funding through the CCD fund.  Ralph Anderson seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 

PUBLIC COMMENTS & ADJOURN

Clerk Linda Crimmins is looking into alternative voting systems and will be attending a demo of Boone County’s system on June 27.  There is approximately $73,000 in HAVA funds that have not been distributed to Cass County that Linda can request to assist in purchasing another system.  Commissioner Steve Kain briefly reviewed the meeting held on June 11 with the 911 committee’s findings on a centralized dispatch system.  There were no other public comments and the meeting adjourned unanimously. 
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
